Roast turkey, baked ham, roast potatoes and pumpkin, with peas, beans, gravy and
cranberry sauce, followed by plum pudding, was served at the St John's Care
Community Christmas Day Lunch. It was a happy occasion with 375 meals served.




How did you become a disciple of Jesus?

Today we see Jesus beginning his ministry by reaching out
and calling people to be his disciples — John 1:43-51.

During the week | was reminded of the story of Fr Damien who
has been called the apostle of the lepers. He was born in
1840 in Belgium. In the evenings we are told that he enjoyed
sitting by the fire with his brothers and sisters while their
mother read to them from a large volume of lives of the saints.

Because leprosy was infectious and contagious, doctors were
reluctant to help the victims. They were shunned by society
and made to live separately from healthy people.

When it was decided to send all lepers to Molokai, in the
Kingdom of Hawaii, there were miserable scenes as families
were forced to say goodbye to their loved ones. The leper
settlement was situated in a rocky, uninviting place.

When the writer, Robert Louis Stevenson, visited the island, he
was horrified by what he saw. Later he wrote, ‘I am not a man
more than usually timid but | never recall the days and nights
| spent on that island promontory without heartfelt thanks that
| am somewhere else.’

In 1873 Damien went to Molokai with his Bishop. When they
landed, a large crowd of lepers surrounded them. The Bishop
spoke to them, ‘So far, my children, you have been left alone
and uncared for, but you shall be uncared for no longer. | have
brought you one who will be a father to you.” In 1889
Fr Damien died of leprosy.

Being brought up in a Christian household and his mother
reading to him the lives of the saints influenced Fr Damien.
How did you become a disciple of Jesus? In the light of
today’s Gospel reading that might be a good question for you
to ponder.
