ST JOHN’S CARE 
 

This week I have heard so many stories that really tug at the heart strings.   It is 
sometimes hard for me to know what others are going through.   We are by no 
means rich but we are comfortable and if something crops up as it has this week 
then we are able to fly to Melbourne to be with our family.  We are able to pay the 
bills and of course have food on our table. 

Today I was reminded how tough some of our families are doing.  A mum who 
came to us for help today has a young seven year old son and a four year old 
daughter.  She is a single mum who has neither moral nor financial support from 
family members.  It is her against the rest of the world, at least that is how she 
sees her situation. 

The young boy has a number of behavioural issues, and he is a real handful for 
his mum.  She is very patient with him, but when you are by yourself it is 
sometimes very hard to cope.   He was recently diagnosed as being dyslexic, and 
she has been told that this is probably the reason that he is so hard to manage. 

She had been advised to get him assessed at a clinic to see if they could help 
with the problem.  It was confirmed that he was dyslexic and yes they could help.  
The result was some special lenses were prescribed to help him read.  The only 
problem is that the assessment and the recommended lenses are going to cost 
her $848 and of course they won’t provide the lenses until all the money is paid.  I 
don’t know if the lenses will work or not, but it is all the hope she has.  And of 
course there is no Medicare rebate for this. 

We can’t pay the whole bill but we have given her some assistance towards it and 
she has been assisted with a lot of food, and another organisation has 
contributed some money, but it is not the total amount of money required.  My 
heart went out to the mum – she is looking for some kind of miracle to resolve her 
son’s bad behaviour.  I am not sure that the lenses will help but she is desperate.  
I have asked her to come back and we will support her with lots and lots of food 
and the money she saves on food she will be able to pay for the lenses. 

Pray for this family, give the mum strength to support the children. 

My wish list: pasta and pasta sauce, pasta meals and rice.
